The following personal items are pre-approved for use during SOA C.B.T. examinations.

Candidates are not required to submit a Request for Accommodation Form or any supporting
documentation to bring or use the following items during an examination.

Medicine and Medical Devices

e Beverages — only water. More Information.
e Braces: neck, back, wrist, leg or ankle
e Casts/cervical collar
e Cough drops: To minimize disruptions to other candidates, cough drops must be
unwrapped and not in a bottle/container. A plastic bag is permitted.
e Earplugs: foam, with no strings
e Epi-Pen
e Eyedrops
e Eyeglasses: without the case
e Eye patches
e Glucose monitor
e Glucose tablets
¢ Handheld magnifying glass: non-electric, no case
e Ice packs/heating pads
e Inhaler
e Medical alert bracelet
e Medical alert devices: must be set to vibrate mode
e Nitroglycerin tablets
e Pillow/lumbar support
e Pills: To minimize disruptions to other candidates, pills must be unwrapped and not ina
bottle/container. A plastic bag is permitted.

0 Candidates may bring pills that are still in their original packaging if the
packaging states the medication MUST remain in the packaging, such as
nitroglycerin pills that cannot be exposed to air.

0 Packaging will be inspected by a Test Center Administrator to ensure that such
medication is eligible to remain in its original packaging.
